The earliest settlers were English Protestants who came from Europe for religious freedom.  As some of the original New England settlers migrated westward, immigrants from Canada, Ireland, Italy, and Eastern Europe moved into the region.

The Middle Atlantic was settled by many Nationalities.  The lower Hudson River Valley (now New York) was settled by Dutch.  Swedes settled Delaware, English Catholics settled Maryland, and the friends (Quakers) settled Pennsylvania.
